Welcome!

The Committee of Russell Vale Junior Football club welcomes you aboard for our 2010 season. The season promises to be very exciting and very busy. As always, our No 1 priority is that the kids playing football are having fun.
Small Sided Games and Roo Ball Information Day

Last year saw the introduction of  Small Sided games, or SSGs for the Under 6 and 7 age groups. U9s will remain with the Roo Ball format and U10s will remain as competition sides. We have planned an information day for Saturday the 13th of March. This will give the teams a chance to get together and have their first training run. The main objectives of the info day is to finalise the organisation of the sides, including coaches and managers, nominating training days, and finalising the teams including late registrations. It will also give parents (particularly first time parents) the chance to ask any questions they have about the exciting season ahead. The times for the sessions will be:

Under 6 – 9:00 to 9:30am; Under 7 – 9:30 to 10:00am; Under 8 – 10:00 to 10:30am; Under 9 – 10:30 to 11:00am 

Coaches and Managers

Each team will need a volunteer Coach and/or Manager. Generally speaking for Roo Ball, the coach will be a parent of one of the children in the team. If we don’t get a coach, we can’t register the team. If you are able to spend an hour a week in the afternoon running a training session, and can get to most of the games on Saturday mornings please put your hand up and have a go. Don’t worry if you don’t know much about soccer, there are plenty of people in the club who are more than willing to offer advise or help out occasionally. If you can’t make it to every training session, or every game, have a talk to other parents on the team and consider splitting the job between you.
The IJFA has committed to providing a lot more opportunities for coach education this year, which is something that our committee fully supports. The Grassroots coaching course takes about 3 hours to complete and the booklet provided has more than enough information to help new coaches run a training session. The club will fully fund any coach who wishes to participate in Grassroots, or Junior Licence coaching courses.

The RVJSC Committee 

The club has maintained some of last year’s committee members, as well as attracting a few new faces. Garry Luyten remains as the president and Michael Benn has is also the secretary again. Ed Mckeiver is anew addition as the Treasurer and Madeline Steve Smart will be looking after the Roo Ball Teams. Andre Hardy has stepped in to sort out the registrations. Last year’s Club person of the year Troy Bray is our green thumb groundsman. We will be doing the bulk to the running and administration for the club, including attending IJFA meetings . We do need to get more parents involved in not only helping out with duties around the ground, but also in the decision making process at the Committee meetings. The meetings are once a month and held at the Woonona-Bulli RSL Club. Each team will be asked to provide a representative to attend the meetings. This may be the Manager from the side, but if the manager is unable to make the meetings we would appreciate it if another parent could come along. It is important that all teams have their interests represented, and it also helps to keep people up to date with the general goings on around the club. Please consider giving a couple of hours once a month to help in running the club. 
We do need some more help. We need a volunteer or two to help run the canteen. The main job is making sure that the canteen is stocked for the games on the weekends. If you could lend us a hand each week please have a talk to one of the committee members
Rules

There are rules that are set by the IJSA regarding training and match days. Most of these rules are developed as a direct result of the district’s Insurance policies. The most important ones that parents need to be aware of are:

· All Children MUST be registered to train AND play in organised activities (including info days!)

· All Children MUST wear shin pads AND boots to training and match days

· All Coaches, Managers, AND helpers MUST to be registered with the IJFA (there is no cost for this, just fill in a form and have your photo taken.)

Registration Fees and Sponsorships

Russell Vale is a relatively small club. We have taken a step to reduce our fees compared to last year. We have also made a further reduction for U6 and U7 players, hopefully in order to attract more players who are just starting out. Unlike last year where the fees covered the bare minimum to get our kids on the field, this year we will be relying on Sponsorship and canteen takings to make up some of the shortfall. Last year quite a few questions were asked about the level of the fees. We spent a lot of time discussing this at the AGM and believe we have set fees to provide some relief to parents who have to foot the bill, and remain competitive compared with other clubs and sports. At this level we also don’t plan on organising any fundraising activities like raffles, chocolate drives or selling anything extra. We do make some money through the Canteen and by hosting the U8 Gala Day, but we see these activities as running the club, rather than being extra fundraising. While other clubs may have slightly lower fees they will be doing more fundraising throughout the year so in effect your outlay will be the same, or probably even less in the long run.

We are required to fundraise for equipment, such as training equipment, balls, and uniforms. If you know someone who runs a business in the area and may be interested in sponsoring a team please contact Garry Luyten (President) or Michael Benn (Secretary). Any assistance would be greatly appreciated.

Canteen and Ground Duties

We will be returning to a roster where each team, or age group (depending on the size of the SSG / Roo Ball Team) will be asked to run the ground and staff the canteen for the whole morning. We will also be placing more of an emphasis on getting the teams to provide people to help setup and run the ground, as well as cleaning up.

Remember it is an expectation that when you sign you child to play for the club, you are also agreeing to help the club. This means spending some time at the ground on a Saturday morning is compulsory.

Please make yourself available when your team’s manager comes asking for help in the canteen.

Training

Training will usually be once or twice a week. This will be decided by your Team’s coach and Manager. This can be a very difficult time for the coach, especially newer ones. Please take the time to get to know the coach and offer them some help. Remember, by large, these guys (and gals) are just parents and not trained in controlling hoards of boisterous kids. Ultimately the behaviour of your child is your responsibility. Please don’t “Dump and Run” especially in the first few weeks, and certainly don’t with the younger Roo Ballers. This is not a child minding service. Make sure your child has respect for the coach and they appreciate the time they are putting in to help out, so ultimately the whole team can get enjoyment from the game.
